School Based Clinics will be provided at all area schools throughout February. Parents are
required to complete consent forms and return them to school prior to clinic so their child can
receive a nasal mist vaccine during the school day. A clinic will be held at Malvern Schools on
February 9" and at Nishna Valley on February 17". If parents have not received notification and
a permission form, please contact your school nurse or check out the school or public health
website for permission forms.
